SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND RELEASE

Between:   Joseph R. Consumer                                       (“Plaintiff”)

AND:        Scumsucking JDB, LLC                                  (“JDB”)

RECITALS
A. Plaintiff filed a Federal action against JDB in the US District Court, District of Oregon, County of Marion, Civil Claims Division on February 29th, 2004 (“Lawsuit”) alleging violations of the Fair Debt Collectin Practices Act, Fair Credit Reporting Act, Unlawful Trade Practices Act, and Deceptive Trade Practices act related to credit information made by JDB regarding Plaintiff to credit reporting agencies.

B. JDB denies any liability for the claims alleged in Plaintiff’s lawsuit.

C. JDB and Plaintiff desire to fully and finally settle and terminate all disputes or claims which have been or could be asserted by the parties in the lawsuit.

        
NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is acknowledged by the parties, Plaintiff and JDB agree as follows:

1. Contemporaneously with the execution of this Settlement Agreement and Release (“Agreement”), JDB will pay Plaintiff $2,500

2. Upon receipt of the payment referenced above, Plaintiff will file a notice and judgment dismissing the Lawsuit with prejudice and without costs or fees to either party

3. JDB has closed the account that was the subject of the credit reporting at issue in the Lawsuit and will provide necessary documentation to the credit reporting agencies deleting all reports regarding Plaintiff.  JDB will provide a copy of that documentation to Plaintiff

4. Plaintiff unconditionally releases and forever discharges JDB, including its successors, assignors, assignees, agents, employees, directors, officers, shareholders, and attorneys, and any other persons or entities acting by, for or through it, or on behalf of it in any way, from any and all cuases of action, suits, damages, liabilities, claims and demands of any description, which Plaintiff ever had or now has, directly or indirectly, known or unknown, arising out of or relating to the claims he alleged in the Lawsuit, any credit reporting done by JDB up to and including the month of October 2004, and which was or could have been asserted in the Lawsuit

5. Should any account(s) relating to the Lawsuit ever be re-opened against Plaintiff, then Plaintiff agrees to immediately notify counsel for JDB by calling Bottomfeeder Lawyer at:  555-1212 and by faxing any form of notice regarding the re-opened account to 555-1213.  In the event that JDB reopens the account(s) referenced in the Lawsuit and Plaintiff notifies counsel immediately, JDB will pay Plaintiff $1,000.

6. The signatories to this Agreement represent that they understand the terms of this Agreement, that they rely upon their own judgment and counsel in the execution of this Agreemenet, and that they are fully authorized to enter into this Agreement.

7. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Oregon.  If any provisions of this Agreement are found to be unenforceable or invalid, the remaining provisions shall remain enforceable.  If plausible, the provision or term which is found to be unenforceable shall be modified or limited to the extent necessary to become valid and enforceable.

8. This Agreement may be executed by the parties in separate counterparts, each of which when executed and delivered shall be an original, but all of which together constitute one and the same instrument.

9. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supercedes any previous agreements or representations by or between the parties, written or oral.

This Settlement Agreement is dated this 1st day of November, 2004.
